Cross Border Enforcement 
Directive
Addresses non-resident offenders 

Aims for better traffic law compliance, 
improved road safety and equal 
treatment

No obligation for a member state to 
follow up the offence

Full implementation would save around 
400 lives each year



Recommendations
• Increase/maintain human and financial 

resources for the Police to enforce 
traffic law 

• Set national enforcement plans

• Collect and monitor the enforcement 
effort and the number of offences over 
time by violation type. Collect and 
monitor number of relevant fatal 
collisions to evaluate progress against 
objectives in the enforcement plans



Recommendations
• Each time a driver is stopped: check 

compliance with traffic law 

• Set up transparent system for the 
allocation of revenues generated by 
fines and channel revenues back to road 
safety work

• Participate in TISPOL cross-border 
enforcement actions
