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For years, speed has been recognised as one of the three main contributing factors to 

deaths and injuries on our roads. And for more than a decade, ETSC has been advocating 

the benefits of Intelligent Speed Assistance (ISA), a driver assistance system that a 2014 

Norwegian study found to be the ‘most effective’ in saving lives.  2016 could prove to be 

a turning point in wide adoption of the technology.
